We have agreed with Ashoka to continue this relationship for at least two additional years in an
effort to further develop resources within the University community, assist Ashoka in further
Changemaker Campus program development, and help mentor other campus working with
Ashoka to develop programs focused on changemakers, innovators, and problem solvers. During
this topical lunch we would like to discuss with colleagues the opportunities related to the
research and teaching of these topics, as well as the opportunities for fundraising for those
activities and building a stronger community of interest at Cornell.
